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THE WORD OF GOD IS PROCLAIMED 3 

WE ARE ALL  
EVANGELIZERS 
(and whatever else is on 
Deacon Eric’s mind) 
 

Love and the Inability to 
Love 
 
We don’t have to look far to see a 
wanton disregard for human life, 
whether it be the war in Ukraine, 
abortion, a gunman in a mall, or 
someone driving a car through peo-
ple attending a parade. And it’s easy 
to wonder about people who don’t 
have any love in their life and ask 
“Are they even able to love?” Before 
he became Pope Benedict XVI, Car-
dinal Joseph Ratzinger expounded 
on this some 20 years ago. 
 

History is marked by the confron-
tation between love and the ina-
bility to love -that devastation of 
the soul that comes when the 
only values man is able to recog-
nize at all as values and realities 
are quantifiable values.  
 
The capacity to love, that is, the 
capacity to wait in patience for 

what is not under one’s own con-
trol and to let one receive this as 
a gift, is suffocated by the 
speedy fulfillments in which I am 
dependent on no one, but in 
which I am never obliged to 
emerge from my own self and 
thus never find the path into my 
own self. 
 

I’m not going to expound on this be-
cause I pose it for contemplation. 
Perhaps a reflection on this will help 
us better understand others and pray 
for them, because they most assur-
edly need our prayers. 
 
While trying to absorb these deep 
words from the Pope Emeritus, let us 
now look at the life of a man who 
recently died, but left a legacy of love 
behind. I am talking about the re-
nowned baseball announcer and 
“very Catholic” Vin Scully. 
 
He is most known as the voice of the 
Los Angeles Dodgers for over 60 
years. He started broadcasting in an 
era when transistor radios were the 
rage and young boys would go to 
bed listening to ball games with the 
transistor radio under their pillows. 
(Detroit Tiger fans did likewise, fall-

ing asleep while listening to the 
soothing tones of Ernie Harwell.) 
Parents of young baseball fans 
needed to keep a steady supply   of 
9-volt batteries on hand as transis-
tors burned through a lot of them.  
 
Scully was a very visible and vocal 
Catholic with a devotion to the 
Blessed Mother, of whom he once 
said was “the one saint everyone 
should have a devotion to . . .
(because) the Blessed Virgin seeks 
to help her spiritual children get 
home to spend eternity with her 
Son.” 
 
Scully had a wonderful, soothing 
voice, and he used it to promote 
Catholic charities and the Knights of 
Columbus. He even recorded the 
rosary which is still available on You 
Tube and various music platforms. 
He was even responsible for making 
Sunday Mass available at the stadi-
um for players and all stadium em-
ployees. Scully used his God-given 
gifts to love, and did so well. Let’s 
pray for others not so blessed.

        FATHER HANKERD’S SAUERKRAUT SOUP 
 
1 medium onion                              1    Tbsp brown sugar 
1 lb ground beef                              1    tsp salt 
1 can (1 lb) sauerkraut - drained     1/2 tsp pepper 
1 can (1 lb) tomatoes                       4   cups water 
 
In large saucepan or kettle, brown the ground beef and onion.  
Add sauerkraut, tomatoes, sugar, salt, pepper, and water.  Sim-
mer for 30 minutes or more. Serve in soup dishes with bread.  
Makes four servings.
